Success Criteria | ¢ School leaders have a strong understanding of PiXL and how we can use it in school to ensure accurate assessment

o Teachers are confident in using PiXL as an assessment tool to underpin their teacher assessment judgements

e Staff are able to use PiXL to identify and close gaps through the DTTR process

e All children make good progress from their starting points as gaps are closed.

e A programme of pupil progress meetings is implemented to ensure monitoring of pupil progress and robust professional discussions with staff

Success Criteria | ¢ Year 6 teachers will have the opportunity to work together to develop practice, looking at ways to improve pupil outcomes during the year.
e Year 6 teachers will receive input from the Trust on writing, ensuring accurate assessments and preparation for moderation

e ARM and CARD meetings will provide a focus for this collaboration and also monitoring

e Year 6 teachers feel confident in closing gaps and addressing the needs of their Year 6 cohorts

Priority 4 To further improve teaching and learning through effective CPD and instructional coaching

Success Criteria | ¢ CPD will be delivered to all staff using the Walk Thrus materials

e Team instructional coaching will take place for all teachers and, in time Teaching Assistants.
